
The Pool Renovation Committee 
recently collected bids from four 
companies.  We were surprised by 
higher than expected bids, due largely 
in part to new state of Maryland require-
ments for handicap access. 

 
This change in code will require 

us to modify the entrances into both the 
main pool and baby pool areas, adding 
as much as $50,000 to our total 
costs.  Even if we weren't renovating 
now, this cost is inevitable, as we would 
be required to modify both pools in the 
near future anyway.  As a result, we are 
now negotiating with all four companies 
to try and keep the costs as close as 
possible to our original estimate of 
$400K.  Our goal is to award this con-

tract by the end of February, with con-
struction beginning in September after 
the pool closes.

The Annual Meeting of the Tanterra Homeowners Association was called to order at       
7:30 pm by President Curt Barrett. 
 
1) Curt Barrett introduced members of the Board of Directors, Committee chairs and Mary-

land State Representative Craig Zucker, a Tanterra resident and our elected represen-
tative to the state assembly, who made welcoming remarks and provided an update of 
activities of interest to residents. 

2) Treasurer Charlie Cook and President Barrett presented the 2012 budget approved by 
the Board and led discussion.  As noted in the budget previously distributed, there will 
be an increase of $20 in the HOA fees for homeowners in 2012, and an increase of $10 
for Associate members.  Suggestions were made by a homeowner that in order to plan  
specific contributions to the reserve fund and to achieve a closer matching of budgeted 
to actual expenses to the extent possible, a 3 year budget plan be constructed.  Presi-
dent Barrett will follow up on this suggestion. 

3) Glen McEwen provided an update on the pool reconstruction plans and schedule.  He 
thanked the members for excellent response to the special assessment for this purpose.  
A geotechnical study has been completed and bid requests sought for the work.  A con-
tract should be awarded in February 2012. 

4) Reserve Fund.  It was moved and seconded by members that unexpended funds from 
2011 be moved to the Reserve Fund, as is customarily done.   This motion passed 
unanimously by voice vote. 

5) Nominating Committee.  The President appointed two members to the Nominating 
Committee for 2012:  volunteers Beth Murray and Bill Joyner. 

6) Curt Barrett announced that a new website design is being developed and imple-
mented, with the assistance of Greg Fury and several member volunteers.  President 
Barrett announced the results of the Board Member election. 

Note:  As HOA members checked in upon arrival, ballots were distributed and proxies col-
lected.  Ballots filled in on-site were collected, and all votes were tallied during the first part 
of the meeting.

School.  Representative Zucker indicated that he would contact the Montgomery County 
Police Department to request speed enforcement action. 
 
There being no further business, the General Meeting was adjourned by 
President Barrett at 8:32 pm.

Tanterra Homeowner’s Association Dues Policy 

  

By Jan 31, 2012 Bills are issued for calendar year 2012. 
  

By Mar 1, 2012 If for some financial reason you are not able to pay your bill in full by the due 
date, you must submit a written request for an extension of making pay-
ment(s).  All extensions must include the specific date(s) you are proposing 
to make the payment(s) and the amounts.  All extensions of payment must 
be approved. 
  

On Mar 17, 2012 Payment is due in full unless an extension has been approved. 
  
A late fee of $15.00 will be added to each delinquent account. 
  
Finance charges of 18% per annum will start to accrue. 
  

On Apr 1, 2012 Letters are sent to homeowners who have not paid and who do not have an 
approved extension. 
  

On Apr 17, 2012 Names of all homeowners who have not paid and who do not have an ap-
proved extension are forwarded to the attorney who sends a demand letter.  
At this time, there is a $25 charge for this service. 
  
If payment is not received with all finance charges and attorney fees within 
30 days after the attorney mails the collection letter, we shall instruct the at-
torney to file a Notice of Lien in the land records for Montgomery County.  At 
this time, there is a $50 fee for serving the notice and a $200 fee for filing the 
lien. 
  
Any homeowner or their renter who has not paid and who does not have an 
approved extension will not be permitted to use any of the association’s rec-
reational facilities. 
  

By Sept 1, 2012 Action may be taken to have a suit filed in the appropriate court for payment 
of any past dues and/or fees.  Currently, the attorney charges $200 per hour 
plus court filing fees, and $50 for process of this service.

        WINTER WEATHER PREPAREDNESS 
 
 

Preparing ahead of time for the severe weather, power outages and impassable roads that winter weather 
brings can make the season more tolerable.  Everyone should take a few basic steps to prepare your home and family: 
 

 Make an emergency supply kit (plenty of advice on-line for what to include) for your home and car. 

 Have an emergency plan (contact numbers, supplies locations, meeting places) and always be 
aware of impending severe weather that may affect your area. 

 Keep your vehicles’ gas tanks full to avoid being stranded.   

 You should keep, at a minimum, a 3-day supply of both non-perishable food and water (for 
drinking and toiletries) on hand. 

 Keep essentials including a manual can opener, radio, flashlight and extra batteries where you 
can get to them easily, especially when the power goes out. 

 Dress appropriately.  For cold weather, wear layers of loose-fitting and light weight clothing 
instead of one thick layer.  Jackets should be wind and water repellent.  Wear boots, gloves and a hat. 

 If you have limited heating fuel, conserve it by closing vents to unused rooms.  If you use space 
heaters, keep them away from flammable objects and make sure they are well vented.  

 Avoid travel if possible.  And if you must travel in poor conditions, try to do it during daylight hours 
when the roads may be more passable, and make sure others are aware of your travel itinerary.

Winter Safety Tips for Your Home 

CHIMNEY - Last year’s 5.8 earthquake in Virginia may have caused cracks not only in your home’s foundation, 
but in your chimney as well.  And it's the damage inside the flue, not on the outside, that is most dangerous.  If 
you start a fire in the fireplace with undetected cracks present, those cracks can do one of two things:  allow   
carbon monoxide to escape into the living area, which could have fatal results (carbon monoxide replaces      
oxygen in the bloodstream, oftentimes resulting in death), or allows burning embers to enter the home, which 
could spark a house fire.  Either way, if you suspect cracks in your home, you need to get a qualified, licensed 
contractor to inspect the interior and exterior of your chimney." 

HEATING - Replace your furnace filter every month.  Filters keep pollutants such as molds, skin cells and other 
allergens from entering your home’s environment and keeps your furnace running smoothly and more efficiently 
all winter long.  

CUT DOWN ON ENERGY COSTS by installing proper insulation in your ceilings, attics and crawlspaces.  Areas 
around recessed lights, attic access panel and plumbing vents should be sealed too, as they allow warm air to 
escape your home.  Weather strip all exterior doors.  And if you couldn’t afford new windows this winter, try     
getting an inexpensive plastic film sheet kit from the local hardware store.  They only last one season, but do 
help to keep cold weather from entering your home.   

OUTDOOR CHECK-UP - Cut back all tree and shrub 
branches away from your roofline and windows, as ice 
can cause branches to break and fall, damaging your 
home.  Keep snow away from basement windows and 
dryer exhaust vents too.  Lastly, check the foundation for 
small cracks or openings where mice or other vermin can 
get in and seal them closed to prevent these unwanted 
“guests” from entering your home!
