BOARD MINUTES - May 15, 2013

The Tanterra Homeowners Association monthly Board meeting was called to order at 7:45
pm by Vice President Wayne Johnson.

Guest

Craig Zucker, Homeowner and Maryland State Delegate for District 14 reported on
major activities of the legislature of interest to residents of this area. Specifically, he
noted funding for Olney Theater, the Olney police substation, school improvements and
the Olney bypass on Route 97 (the latter in discussion for over 40 years). Del. Zucker
also provided a reminder of the Delegate Scholarship program which he had talked
about at our general meeting. The deadline for applications is May 31. Details are
available at his office or at www.craigzucker.com. The board expressed appreciation for
his work on our behalf.

Minutes

Charlie Cook moved to approve the draft minutes of the April 17, 2013 meeting, as pre-
viously distributed. Glenn Wasik seconded the motion, which passed unanimously.

Treasurer’s Report

Clerk Elizabeth Bialas distributed the current Balance Sheet and Profit & Loss State-
ment (as of April 30, 2013). Charlie Cook reported that a total of 26 homeowners still
owe for annual HOA fees and/or special assessments. The board will attempt to con-
tact them by phone. Expenditures continue to be on track.

Committee Reports

Pool Committee:

Wayne Johnson reported that the pool reconstruction project is nearly completed, with
final inspections completed or due shortly. Fencing is nearly all in place and volunteers
have been working to prepare for the grand reopening celebration on May 25. Future

work dates have been scheduled and volunteers are urgently needed.

Architectural Committee:

No report. Wayne Johnson noted that a homeowner with unapproved modifications has
been working with the committee and resolution is anticipated.

Grounds Committee:

Ron White reported that volunteers have completed a lot of needed tree trimming on
common grounds. The Board agreed that a broken Bradford pear tree should be pro-
fessionally removed, and funds are available in the Grounds budget for that work. Bike
path repaving and parking lot work is underway. It was noted that the contractor
sprayed an herbicide along the bike paths prior to paving to kill unwanted grass, without
prior notification of the Board or residents. Although this herbicide poses limited dan-
gers as used, the Board will ensure that future contracts include required disclosure and
warnings to impacted individuals as required by law.

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THE JULY LANDSCAPE GARDENER

The “to do” list for your yard grows shorter as the summer season gets into full swing with insect con-
trol, weeding and pruning topping the list.

The recent rains have stimulated growth of our “summer” weed seeds. The summer crops of oxalis, nut
sedge, and knotweed are making an appearance as thunderstorms give them sufficient moisture to germinate. If
you can get them early, small weeds in planting beds can be eradicated with a hoe and dust mulching or a shot of
Round Up - but use with care, spraying only those things which you want killed. Round Up will damage or kill
your desirable plantings if you hit them by mistake with overspray. Carry a pair of pruning shears to cut off unin-
tended overspray mistakes on your desirable plants. Weeds which have been allowed to grow to a larger size
and too close to desirable plants to comfortably spray, will need to be removed by hand or mechanical means.
Nutsedge - a triangular shaped yellow-green weed - has grown well with our current weather pattern. Broadleaf
weed killers (selective) will work to suppress or kill this in lawns and can also be used in beds with directed
sprays. Do not spray broadleaf weed killers (as a full coverage spray) within the drip lines of trees and shrubs
as damage may result. Spot spray these areas if you have weeds, but in general you will find the areas are shaded
to the point where few weeds will be present. Read the label for warnings on this. Be on the look out for out-
breaks of Japanese Stilt Grass. Pull these from desirable planting beds to eliminate the threat of them taking
over. They are easily pulled out.

One tool I use for control of the many tree seedlings is the string trimmer. By cutting off the very young
tree seedlings they are starved for energy and soon die.

Pruning of trees and shrubs should be completed by mid July. This will allow new growth, originating
from the area of the pruning cut, to harden off prior to killing temperatures of fall and winter. Limit pruning
during the late summer to emergencies, realizing that these same plants will require a touch-up pruning in early
spring to remove the dead tips. Do not prune azaleas and similar spring flowering plants after mid July.
Azaleas set flower buds during late summer for the following spring blooming period. Most other plants can be
pruned once again by the middle of October after the chance of re-growth has passed. When pruning, cut just
above a side branch that is pointing in the direction where you want the resulting growth to go. Cuts can be hid-
den by making them inside the bulk of the foliage of the plant and/or angling them away from the predominate
direction from which the plant will be viewed.

Japanese beetles are starting to emerge as adults. If your lawn is prone to damage from beetle feeding
you may want to put down a preventative application of any of the products containing Merit now. Merit takes
up to two months to activate once applied so an application now will kill the new grubs in September. The
smaller grubs are easier to kill in this Fall than the over-wintered, larger ones which will do much more damage
to your lawn next Spring.

Two groups of pests, spider mites and scale insects, seem to do their work right under our noses and can
go undetected for a number of years. Plants tend to be slightly off-color with dying and dead branches
(especially in the protected interior of sheared plants). The activity of both of these groups is to feed by sucking
the plant juices, thus starving that portion of the plant on which they are feeding. The preferred way to
control the populations of these is to use an oil cover spray which coats and suffocates the pests while not

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doing considerable damage to the predator populations, due to their mobility. Oils have been further
refined lately so that they can be used year round and not damage the host plant. Growing season appli-
cations should be limited to 2%, whereas dormant oils can be mixed at up to 4% for application during
the seasons when plants are not actively growing. Timing is not super critical on this application. Great
coverage is extremely important with the oils. Read the label for temperature limits. As a second line of de-
fense, Merit in granular form can be applied to the ground to be taken up by the plant roots and protects
the plant for up to three years. A combination of both attacks is advisable for heavily infested plants. I
am seeing greater numbers of plants with soft scale, which looks like white fluff, on the underside of
leaves. Itis often accompanied with sooty mold fungus which feeds off the scale exudate. The black
fungus grows on the top of leaves underneath of active scale and is a good indicator for the presence of
the scale which is hidden from view on the underside of leaves.

Mow on an as-needed basis, as hot and dry weather will slow lawn growth. Keep your mowing
height high 3+ inches. July is a month when we may mow once or four times, depending on the
weather patterns that show up.

Looking ahead to August, pre-emergents put down in planting beds can reduce or eliminate Fall
germinating weeds such as chickweed, and if renovating your lawn, start spraying to kill off problem
areas prior to seeding in September.
