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The annual Tanterra Homeowners Association General meeting was called to order at  
7:30 pm by President Glen McEwen. 

1. Minutes 

Glenn Wasik moved to approve the draft minutes of the November 15, 2012 General 
Homeowners and Board meetings.  Jim Frye seconded the motion, which passed unani-
mously. 
 
It was noted that the October 2012 meeting minutes neglected to indicate board ap-
proval of the addition of $24,000 to the pool renovation budget to cover additional 
needed work.  That approval motion was made by Dick Cole and seconded by Charlie 
Cook and unanimously approved. 
 

2. Treasurer’s Report 

Clerk Elizabeth Bialas distributed the current Balance Sheet and Profit & Loss State-
ment (as of December 31, 2012).  Treasurer Charlie Cook noted that receipts and ex-
penditures are on track.  Several large invoices for the pool renovation project have 
been paid.  Money will be transferred from Savings accounts and CDs as needed to 
meet expenses.  Elizabeth Bialas reported that annual dues invoices will be mailed by 
the end of the month to homeowners and associate members, along with notices of spe-
cial assessment payments due from members who have not yet paid the full assess-
ment. 
 

3. Committee Reports 

Pool Committee: 
 
Wayne Johnson reported that the pool reconstruction project continues to be ahead of 
schedule.  Work is now likely ended until spring, but the opening date target should be 
met.  The ongoing work passed County inspection, and the final inspection will occur 
prior to opening. 

The board discussed design of the low fence surrounding the pool deck.  Wayne 
moved, and Glenn Wasik seconded the motion of a painted aluminum fence. The 
money to cover the fence was included in the original budget. 
 
Wayne also reported that the individual who has been running the snack bar at the pool 
will not return in 2013.  The board agreed that a contract should be developed for this 
activity, which Glenn Wasik volunteered to draft. 
 
Architectural Committee:   
 
No report. It was noted that one homeowner with repeated property appearance viola-
tions has contacted the board. 
  
Grounds Committee:   
 
No report.  It was noted that at least one light at the community entrance is not working.

Aleka Kapatou reported that she was unable to attend the last meeting, but will forward 
minutes to the Board when received.

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THE MARCH LANDSCAPE GARDENER

 Spring, Yeah!  To me it means we have gotten through another up an down Winter and  it’s time to get 

back to work.  With the great temperatures we had in January, we had the opportunity to do some yard clean up, 

so many of you have less to do to get ready for this year’s landscape tasks.  Winter was indeed up and down as 

far as temperatures were concerned - if you didn’t like the weather, all you had to do was wait a week or so and it 

changed - or so it seemed.  There seemed to be adequate moisture levels for most of the Winter, so winter burn 

will be minimal on protected evergreens and a minor nuisance on those in full sun. 

 At the Winter meetings I attended,  I learned of a new labeling for Solitaire, a post emergent herbicide, 

for control of Japanese Stilt Grass.  This is a commercial product, and I don’t know of a homeowner material 

now, but one should follow shortly.  Secondly, new regulations have been enacted by our state to further influ-

ence the application of fertilizer on lawns.  At this point these cover commercial applicators, but homeowners 

may not be far behind. 

Check list for your yard— 

March: 

 Clean up leaves and other debris/ complete winter pruning of trees and shrubs. 

 Cut back perennials and grasses- tying grasses together prior to cutting off can be a real time saver if 

you have many of these.  Cut perennials to the ground but allow the smaller leaves at the base to re-

main intact. 

 If planning to rake the yard do so prior to applying pre-emergents on the lawn for control of crab-

grass and other related lawn weeds.  Once applied the pre-emergent should not be disturbed by rak-

ing hard enough to disturb the soil surface layer. 

 Plan for planting and order those last minute seeds for this year’s flower and vegetable plants. 

 Plant trees.  Many deciduous trees are best planted at this time of year.  Oaks are especially sensitive 

to planting time, as they must be planted prior to leaf expansion in order for success. 

 Get mower out and ready to go or get it fixed. 

 

Late March to Early April: 

• Apply pre-emergent crab-grass control to lawn (usually March 20-25th). 

• Start mowing about April 10.
